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EYE SALVE AHD SI H
As Jesus passed by, I-Ie saw a ma n

blind from his birth, it was not just a pass-
ing glance, He stopped and observed him .
At this point the Apostles engaged th e
Lord in that question .

This is a popular explanation . Som e
are quick to point out a calamity that
befell some people was God's judgmen t
for a sin they had committed. Actuall y
such things can happen to anybody . Some
of the best Christians I know have die d
early in life . I have known of very devout
Christians who have died suddenly with a
heart attack . How about the Apostl e
James? He died an untimely death by
decapitation . How could the Lord spare
an Apostle? The Lord can do without any
of us . I have seen James die at twenty
two, twenty six, forty, forty seven .
Christians can get cancer and heart
attacks just as much as the worst of sin-
ners . God can do without any of us, but
we cannot do without God .

Did this man sin or his parents? How
could a man sin before he was born? On e
way they may have thought this possibl e
would be in the case of Esau and Jacob .
In Genesis 25 :22 Rebekah conceived and
the children struggled together within
her : and she said, "If it be so why am I
thus?" And the Lord said unto her, "Two
nations are in thy womb, and two manner
of people shall be separated from thy
bowels . . ." Again it may seem to som e
that they may have believed in reincarna-
tion . This teaching finds no backing from

the inspired word of God . Hebrews chap-
ter nine tells us it is appointed for man
once to die and after this the judgment . It
would be had enough to be tried for th e
sins done in one body without having to
give account for the deeds done in thirty
different bodies in thirty different life
times . There is just one lifetime to a cus-
tomer.

As far as the physical is concerne d
we can see how this man could have suf-
fered because of his parents . How abou t
the sin of Old Daddy Adam? Paul tells u s
by one man sin came into the world an d
death by sin . Just one sin was all it took t o
kill the whole human race. Think of the
power of one sin . If one sin could result i n
the death of all men how much damage
can six of our sins do to your eternal soul ?
We have no idea of the power of sin . It i s
so powerful that it took the blood of our
Lord Jesus Christ to pay the price of ou r
redemption .

Then again we can look at their ques-
tion from the standpoint of our ow n
observation . The sins of the parents toda y
have caused the children to sin . If the par-
ents have set the example of no time for
God, the Bible or the Lord's church, the
parents to all intents and purposes have
put their kids on a greased toboggan slide
and let them slide right in to hell .

Then again at the present time the y
might ask if the mother was a chai n
smoker, or did she snort cocaine? Tha t
might have done it . Did she have aids or

syphilis that might result in blindness fo r
the baby? Was the father drunk when the
child was conceived? Was it the fault o f
the parents? They evidently connecte d
his condition with sin one way or the
other. That is a natural instinct as far as
man is concerned . We always connect si n
with judgment .

In this case while the apostles rea-
soned as to the cause of his blindness,
Jesus was more concerned as how best t o
help him. He said we must work the
works of Him that sent Me, while it is
day, the night cometh when no man ca n
work. Our time on earth is compared t o
one day . We need to understand that none
of us know when sunset will come i n
each life . For some our day is extended ,
for some it comes quickly . There is n o
time to waste . The scripture teaches ,
"Redeem the time for the days are evil . "
Some may think they may have man y
years of service left, but James reminds
us, "Say not we will go to this city or that
city and continue there a year or so and
buy and sell and get gain for ye know not
what shall be on the morrow . Your life i s
a vapor that appeareth for a short tim e
and vanisheth away. "

So He spit on the ground and mad e
clay of spittle and anointed his eyes wit h
the clay and told him to go wash in th e
pool of Siloam . the man did and same
seeing, Is there no eye salve for us today ?
Jesus made him some eye salve . Jesus
wants to give us eye salve . The Church at



Laodicea in Revelation three said they
were rich and had need of nothing . That i s
the way they saw themselves . Jesus said ,
"You don't know it, but you are wretched ,
miserable, blind and naked ." Then He
told them to get some eye salve an d
anoint their eyes that thou mayest see .

We need some eye salve . There is n o
better eye salve than the word of God .
Read the Great Commission in Matthew,
Mark, and Luke, and you will be able t o
see much better the need to evangelize
the lost . The work of the church is no t
entertainment, and building bigger build-
ings. The main work of the church is sav-
ing souls . Put on some eye salve and yo u
will be able to see that Holy men spake
from of old as they were moved by the
Holy Spirit . Put on some eye salve and
you will be able to see that city that hat h
foundations whose builder and maker i s
God . Take a liberal dose of the eye salve
of God's word every day and you will be
surprised how your vision will change .

NO S U t3ST1TUTE
fOR JESUS

The first time love is mentioned in
the Old Testament is when God told
Abraham, "Take now thy son thine only
son Isaac whom thou lovest and offer him
as a burnt offering on one of the moun-
tains that I will tell thee ." The first time
the word love is mentioned in the Ne w
Testament is when God said ; "This is My
beloved Son in whom I am well pleased . "
Both first times love is first mentioned, i s
the love of the Father and the Son.

And so it was, that Isaac was bound
and laid on the altar. Abraham stretched
forth his hand and took the knife to slay
his son . His hand was raised, at that
moment an angel called unto him from
Heaven and said, "Abraham, Abraham : "
and he said, "I-Iere I am." The angel said ,
"Lay not thy hand upon the lad, neithe r
do thou anything unto him for now I
know that thou fearest God, seeing that
thou has not with-held they son, thine
only son from me. "

By saving the life of Isaac Go d
shows that human sacrifice is not accept -
able . This was a sin that Stephen accuse d
Israel of doing in his defense before h e
was stoned . He reminded them that thei r
ancestors had taken up the tabernacle of
Molech. In Second Kings 21 there is an
example of king Mannaseh making his
son pass through the fire to Molech .
Moloch had a hollow belly. A fire was
inside . His arms were outstretched in a

cradle position . The infant as laid on the
red hot arms as a sacrifice . The thunder-
ous beating of drums drowned out th e
screams of the infant so that the mother
could not hear. This was one of the sins
that resulted in the Babylonian captivity.
One wonders what fate awaits Americ a
as the millions of babies are sacrificed i n
the modern day Moloch of abortion .
Those who abort call it terminating the
pregnancy. That term terminate the preg-
nancy somewhat silences the screams of
the butchered infant .

Actually the sacrifice of Isaac would
not have been acceptable because the
sacrifice that was prefigured here had t o
be perfect . The lamb of sacrifice wa s
always examined for imperfection s
before sacrifice . Nothing less could satis-
fy the demands of justice but the perfec t
Lamb of God who was examined an d
was declared to be perfect ; tempted in al l
points like as we are and yet without sin .

The only sacrifice the Lord requires
in us in what Paul said in Romans 12 . 1
beseech you therefore brethren by th e
mercies of God that you present you r
bodies a living sacrifice unto God, which
is your reasonable service .

Hear it again, lay not thine hand
upon the lad . Abraham lifted up his eye s
and saw a ram caught in the thicket by the
horns and he took the ram and offered
him up for a burnt offering instead of hi s
son . Isaac was a type of the Lord Jesus
Christ in many points . But there is one
thing that is missing . The ram was th e
substitute for Isaac . There was no substi-
tute for Jesus on the cross . Peter said ,
"There is therefore no other name unde r
Heaven whereby we must be saved . "
There is no other Savior, there is no othe r
plan .

So Abraham built an altar there and
called the name of the place Jehovah-
jireh . Which means the Lord will pro -
vide . In the amount of the Lord it shall he
seen . Abraham saw the place . Where was
this place? It is identified as being in the
mountains of Moriah. Solomon built the
Temple on one of the Mounts of Moriah .
Some seem to think the place where
Abraham went was that very spot . There
is another possibility . Mount Calvary, the
place of a skull, was also there . Golgotha
was forty feet higher than the Temple .
While we don't know for sure it is signif-
icant that Abraham traveled three days t o
get there . That place of the offering of
Isaac must have some significance .
Abraham called it Jehovah-jirah . In the
mount of the Lord it shall be seen . Coul d
it be the place where Abraham offered u p
Isaac was the very spot where the Lord
Jesus was crucified for our sins? Whether

it is the actual place of the cross or the
temple ; Abraham with prophetic vision
could look across the chasm of almost
two thousand years and see there would
be no substitute for the Son of God. And
so when I stand in the water and immerse
a person into Christ-baptizing them into
His death–I can say with Abraham ,
Jehovah-jirah . This is Mount Calvary.
This is the hill of Golgotha . This is the
Mount of the Lord .
