Communion Meditation

It is written in John 18:3, “Judas Iscariot having
received the band of soldiers, and officers from the chief
priests, and Pharisees, cometh thither with lanterns, and
torches and weapons, to arrest Jesus in the Garden of
Gethsemane.” 

They expected to find him hiding amongst the trees of
the Garden, so they brought lanterns and torches and
weapons to search out the light of the world. It is true that
the first Adam did hide amongst the trees of the Garden,
and God did call for him, “Adam, where are thou?” God
knew where he was; He just wanted Adam to realize he
was lost.

Jesus, the second Adam, did not have to hide behind
the tree, He knew all things that would come to pass and
went out boldly and asked, “Whom seek ye?” They
answered him, “Jesus of Nazareth.” Jesus saith unto them,
“I am He.” When therefore He said unto them, “I am He,”
they went backward and fell to the ground.

They did not fall forward in an act of praise, but back-
ward by the force of the name of the second member of the
Godhead. Then Jesus asked them a second time, “Whom
seek ye?” And again the same answer, “Jesus of Nazareth.”
Then Jesus said, “I told you I am He; if therefore ye seek
Me, let these go their way.”

Let these go were powerful words that brought obedi-
ence the mob could not understand, because the next
moment after Jesus said, “Let these go,” Simon Peter hav-
ing a sword drew it, and struck the high priest’s servant,
and cut off his right ear. That should have been enough
provocation for the mob to strike down all the apostles, but
they did not touch the bold apostle.

We have a right to ask why, and the only answer is the
power of the word of Jesus: “Let these go.” Then there was
the apostle John, who was the only one of the apostles at

the cross. John stuck his head in the lion’s mouth by stand-
ing there at the foot of the cross among the soldiers who
had just crucified Jesus. Again we ask, “Why did they not
kill him, the chief priest would have loved it?” Again the
only answer was the power of the words of Jesus, “Let
these go.”   

In Revelation 12:10, John tells us that the Devil is the
accuser of the brethren day and night before God. He sees
a faithful elder who was overtaken in a fault and has
repented with bitter tears, and accuses him before God, and
the Lord says, “Let him go.” It may be a faithful preacher
of the word that he is always accusing of being unfit to
preach the word, and the Lord says, “Let him go.” It may
be a new Christian, who feels he can never measure up to
those who are older in the faith, and again the Lord says,
“Let him go.” 

This deliverance we have through the blood of Christ
is one of the things we need to contemplate as we eat of the
bread, and drink of the cup, and remember it was not only
for Peter and John, it was also for us that Jesus said, “If ye
seek me: Let these go!”
