TWO COMMUNION
MEDITATIONS
THE SPEAR

Paul told Timothy that God dwells in light unap-
proachable: whom no man hath seen, nor can see: to whom
be honor and power eternal. Amen.

Although man cannot see God and live; in Exodus 33,
Moses made a request to God: “I beseech Thee, show me
Thy glory.”

God said, “Thou canst not see My face: for there shall
no man see My face and live.” Then the Almighty said,
“Behold there is a place by Me, and thou shalt stand upon
a Rock: And it shall come to pass, while My glory passeth
by, that I will put thee in the cleft of the rock, and cover
thee with My Hand, while I pass by. And I shall take away
mine hand, and thou shalt see My back parts: but My face
shall not be seen.” As God passed by, Moses saw the
departing glory of God.

According to the Apostle John the chief Priests asked
of Pilate that the legs of the three on the crosses might be
broken to hasten their death. “The soldiers came and brake
the legs of the first that were crucified with Him, but when
they came to Jesus they saw that He was dead already, and
they brake not His legs. Howbeit, one soldier pierced His
side and straightway there ran out blood and water.”

It is no stretch of the imagination to say that Jesus is
the rock that was cleft for us. Paul referred this in I
Corinthians 10: “There was a Rock that followed Israel in
the wilderness, and that Rock was Christ.”

Then again Peter referred to Jesus: “A living stone
rejected indeed of men, but with God elect and precious.”

He also called him a stone of stumbling and a rock of
offence, for they stumble at the word being disobedient.

Jesus referred to Himself as the rock when He said,
“He that falleth on this stone shall be broken in pieces: and
on whomsoever it shall fall, it will scatter him as dust.”
Then again: “Upon this rock I will build My Church and
the gates of Hades shall not prevail against it.” Standing in
the cleft of that Rock was the only place where Moses
could see the departing glory of God. The Christian who
accepts the Biblical terms of pardon is standing in the cleft
of the rock; and as they visualize the opening of the side of
Jesus at the communion table; at that time is looking upon
the glory of God as much as anyone can see it this side of
the Jordan.

Fanny Crosby expressed it well in her well known
gospel song: “A wonderful Savior is Jesus my Lord, A
wonderful Savior to me; He hideth my soul in the cleft of
the rock where rivers of pleasure I see. He hideth my soul
in the cleft of the rock that shadows a dry thirsty land; He
hideth my soul in the cleft of the rock and covers me there
with His hand.” As we eat of the loaf and drink of the cup
we look upon Him whom they have pierced. E.B.

THE GOOD SHEPHERD

In the gospel according to John, chapter 10, Jesus
referred to Himself three times as the Good Shepherd. I Am
the Good Shepherd: the Good Shepherd layeth down His
life for the sheep. I Am the Good Shepherd; and I know
mine own and mine own know Me, even as the Father
knoweth Me, and I know the Father; and I lay down My
life for the sheep.

There are four areas in particular where Jesus is the
Good Shepherd. First He is the Good Shepherd at the cross.



He laid down His life for the sheep. As a Christian I can say
that Jesus died for me.

In the second place Jesus is also the Good Shepherd at
the empty tomb where He was raised up from the dead. In
Hebrews 13 we read, “Now the God of peace who brought
again from the dead the Great Shepherd of the sheep with
the blood of an eternal covenant, even our Lord Jesus
Christ, make you perfect in every good thing to do His will,
working in us that which is well pleasing in His sight,
through Jesus Christ; to whom be the glory forever and
ever Amen.”

In the third place Jesus is the Good Shepherd as He
shepherds us in living the Christian life. He said, “My
sheep hear My voice, and they follow Me: and I give unto
them eternal life: and they shall never perish, and no one
shall snatch them out of My hand.”

As long as we continue to hear His voice and follow
Him we have security in Christ. This promise is for the
sheep that continue to hear His voice and follow Him.

In the fourth place Jesus is the Good Shepherd in His
Second Coming. Peter states it for us when he says in I
Peter 5, “The elders therefore among you I exhort, who am
a fellow elder, and a witness of the sufferings of Christ,
who am also a partaker of the glory that shall be revealed:
Tend the flock of God which is among you exercising the
oversight, not by constraint, but willingly, according to the
will of God; nor yet for filthy lucre, but of a ready mind;
neither as lording it over the charge allotted to you, but
making yourselves examples to the flock. And when the
Chief Shepherd shall be manifested, ye shall receive the
crown of glory that fadeth not away.”

When that great day arrives, it is the Good Shepherd
that will call His sheep from the grave and they will hear
His voice and rise to follow Him into the eternal home. So
as we break the loaf and drink of the cup, let us think of
Jesus the Good Shepherd, and Bishop of our souls. E.B.

BIBLE DISTRIBUTION
REPORT

Thank each and every one of you for your special gifts des-
ignated for buying Bibles and shipping them. I’m prepar-
ing my end of the year GIJAPA report, and have the Bible
count complete. We sent 1,232 Large Print Bibles (cost
$10 each) to prisoners covering a 13 state area, of which
many are able to hear the broadcast. We also sent 500 hard-
back pew Bibles (35 boxes) to India, (see pictures)
Philippines, The Gambia, and Zambia in Africa. I don’t
have the total cost yet, but we do pay $4.78 each for the
pew Bibles when purchased by the case. We ship 14 in a
flat rate priority box that costs $77.95 each. Keep in mind,
the purpose of sending Large Print Bibles into prisons is to
make reading easier when lighting is not the best. Thank
you so much for your designated gifts for Bibles, because
when donations are earmarked this ministry honors that
request.
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
