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THE CHURCH
CHANNEL COVERAGE:

GIJAPA is expanded by the Church Channel, a power-
ful television station broadcasting to the people of
Nairobi with a population of over 3.8 million. The city
is a multi-cultural city, the native folks along with a
large number of people immigrating from Asia, India,
Pakistan and Britain making the English language
widespread.

Main religion in Nairobi is Christianity. Kenya is pre-
dominantly a Christian society. Denominations in Kenya
are about 45% Protestant and about 33% Catholics. They
include the Anglican Church of Kenya, and the
Presbyterian, Reformed, Methodist, Baptist, Lutheran, and
Pentecostal churches. About 10% of the population adheres
to indigenous beliefs while Muslim adherents account for
about 10%. Islam is a major religion in Kenya. Followers
include both Sunni and Shi’ite Muslims. The cost is only
$49 per 30 minute broadcast for the first three months, then
it is $59. Please pray for GIJAPA that this outreach to over
3.8 million will reach and teach the lost and bring them into
the Kingdom of God.
